Tartarus

2 Peter 2:4 — If God did not spare the angels who
sinned, but cast them down to hell [Téaptapoc] and
delivered them Into chains of darkness, to be reserved

for judgment.



Hades

He w ed to the spirits in prison
eter 3:19
